Dear Producer
As you are probably aware, twelve months ago Mey Selections changed the way it bought cattle from farmers.  Traditionally we traded the livestock paying you, the farmer for it and selling it to the processor.  Under the new system, farmers are paid directly by the processor and we receive a fee on the cattle processed under the “Mey” brand.

This new approach has efficiency benefits and ensures that our farmer members receive information more promptly.  Now that the arrangement is well established, we have taken the decision to extend this system to lamb purchases.  With effect from 1st November payment for lamb will come directly from Dunbia in Elgin.
This is one of a number of changes we are introducing to our lamb business.  In addition to the new payment system, we will also be changing the way we procure lamb in the south of our catchment area. Martin Taylor will be leaving us on 1st November 2010 and after this date lamb purchases in Martin’s area will become the responsibility of Dunbia.  George Cormack will retain an overview of the standards and sourcing of our lamb throughout our region. George will also retain direct responsibility for buying lamb north of Inverness. If you wish to speak to John Mitchell, General Manager at Dunbia Elgin, his details are at the end of this letter.
Neither of the above changes will affect the price you receive for your livestock.

One of our priorities for next year is to re-establish local producer groups among our members.  We intend to host two meetings each year in each of the major parts of our catchment area (Caithness, Orkney, Ross-Shire, Moray, and North & South Aberdeenshire).  The purpose of these meetings is to keep everyone fully informed on developments in the business and strengthen communication throughout the supply chain from farm gate to consumer.  We are planning the first round of meetings for early December, with further meetings following in the New Year.

Thank you for your ongoing support of the Mey Selections brand.  We look forward to meeting you there and chatting over a drink.
